A perfect autumn weekend greeted a huge
gathering of alumni at Elon University’s Lambda-
Lambda Chapter of Kappa Sigma Fraternity in
celebration of their 35th Anniversary. Over fifty alumni
participated in the University’s Homecoming Golf
Tournament at Stoney Creek Country Club on Friday,
November 7, 2008, followed by parties at the Chapter
House and at the home of Ron Osborne (‘76) in
Burlington, NC.   

On Saturday morning, alumni and undergrads
participated in a joint formal meeting performed by the
Chapter Executive Committee, followed by pre-game
tailgate organized by Les Hall (‘74), complete with
Carolina-style BBQ. Both alumni and
undergrads sat in especially reserved
seating areas in Rhodes Stadium to cheer
the Phoenix onto victory over cross-state
rival Western Carolina University. 

That evening, over 375 Brothers and
guests participated in the anniversary
banquet at the Ramada Convention Center.
The banquet’s emcee was Gary Evans (‘73),
Lambda-Lambda’s first initiate and Grand
Master. He spoke passionately regarding the
formative years of the Chapter. “Previously,
we had been a chapter of a National General
Fraternity, Sigma Mu Sigma. The Lambda
Chapter of Sigma Mu Sigma was formed at
Elon College in 1952. Unfortunately, the chapter
gradually became dissatisfied with the organization.
This discontentment culminated in the fall of 1972
when the Chapter unanimously agreed to separate
from Sigma Mu Sigma. Our long range plan was to
join a larger and more effective national social
Fraternity. So we began. There were five basic steps
necessary to attain our goal. First, we obtained the
college's permission and disassociated with Sigma
Mu Sigma. Second, we petitioned the college faculty
for a local charter, calling ourselves an arbitrary name,
Lambda Kappa Fraternity. Third, we interviewed
several national social fraternities and unanimously
chose to petition Kappa Sigma for colony status. Our
petition was accepted and our 26 members were
colonized on February 7, 1973. Fourth, we completed
Phases One and Two of our colonization, which
included service projects for the school and
community and money-making projects for the charter
fee. Fifth, our 42 members (alumni and
undergraduates) were granted a Charter and installed
as a chapter on September 21, 1973.”  

Kappa Sigma Executive Director, Mic Wilson

(Beta-Nu, Kentucky, '78), congratulated the 55-
member Chapter as a recent recipient of the
prestigious "Founders Award of Chapter Excellence"
(FACE) -- recognition as Kappa Sigma International
Fraternity's "best of the best" at the undergraduate
chapter level and the second highest award that can be
earned by any chapter of Kappa Sigma. This year, just
29 of 200+ chapters received this distinction. Lambda-
Lambda Chapter ranks among Kappa Sigma’s finest
this year, and this is a tremendous accomplishment.
Brother Wilson further challenged to Chapter to strive
to earn the ‘Founder’s Circle Award,’ the highest award
that can be bestowed on an undergraduate chapter and

to continue to live by the Fraternity’s Four
Cornerstones: Fellowship, Leadership, Scholarship
and Service. Chapter Grand Master Tyler Graham then
provided an overview of accomplishments of the
Chapter and their pledge to build upon last year’s
accomplishments.  

The guest speaker, Worthy Grand Master of
Ceremonies, S. Christian Nascimento (Kappa-Eta,
Widener, '93), gave an inspiring presentation to the
audience on the status of where Kappa Sigma
Fraternity stands in the Greek world today.  

“Kappa Sigma is leading all other national
fraternities in areas of philanthropy, service hours to
the community and in initiating ever-increasing
numbers Brothers each year”, he said. “Our Fraternity
is the most preferred fraternity, period. The Lambda-
Lambda Chapter has been at the forefront of this
historic milestone by increasing the chapter
membership with quality Brothers who have taken the
necessary measures to maintain high standard in
everything we as Kappa Sigmas hold dear.that is, this
is a fraternity not just for your time in college, but for
life. I have lived it every year since my initiation in

1993…and I can see it here this evening as over 150
alumni have returned to their roots, this reunion is that
important to them, it should be important to you the
undergraduates. The Chapter has a well deserved
reputation for all the accomplishments garnered the
past year, to include receiving the coveted FACE
award. Lambda-Lambda is on the cusp of becoming a
‘model’ chapter.” 

Brother Nascimento further praised the Lambda-
Lambda Alumni Association for their mentorship and
tangible contributions to the undergrads. “Your alumni
oversight did much to thrust the Chapter forward in
each and every fraternity endeavor albeit, rush, ritual,

management and fiscal responsibilities.

On October 30, 2008, Xi-Iota held the second annual Shave to Save event on campus at
Columbus State University. Two news channels, WTVM News Channel 9 and News Channel 3,
along with two newspapers, The Ledger Enquirer and The Saber, the school newspaper, came
out to report on the event to let the community know exactly what they were doing. Starting at
11 a.m., groups of about five started to shave their heads as the laughing crowd donated
money and cheered. Two restaurants, Country’s Barbeque and Thornton’s Barbeque, donated
plates of food that were sold for $2. Raffle tickets for things like Bliss Salon haircuts, Buffalo
Wild Wings coupons, and massage sessions were also sold. The event lasted until only 4 p.m.,
but they still managed to once again raise over $5,000. 

However, one important difference between this year and last is the Kappa-Kappa Chapter at
Georgia Southwestern University held their own event the same day. They did just as well and
managed to raise $4,100! Next year the Brothers look forward to other Chapters holding their
own event as well.

Overall, it proved to be another resounding success. You can be sure that Xi-Iota and
Kappa-Kappa will be back again next year to fight this devastating disease.
